ABBendance

Our Education Welfare Officer, Mrs Bradshaw, monitors attendance daily and continues to
make home visits to support parents to ensure their child attends school regularly and on time.
Please remember that as a parent/carer you must provide school with a reason for any
absences or time needed out of school and provide school with a copy of any official
paperwork related to the absence e.g. for medical appointments, legal appointments, etc. It is
also academy policy that you complete a leave of absence request form in advance of any
planned absences e.g. to celebrate a significant faith event e.g. Eid, or for legal appointments.
Without this paperwork your child’s absence will be recorded as unauthorised and will therefore
impact on their overall attendance and could result in a fine or legal action. This has always
been academy policy and the vast majority of parents/carers do always provide this in
advance of any appointments.

Taking holidays in school time is not allowed and will result in you being fined by the local
authority. Fines are significant and are issued for each parent for each child in the family.
We want to work with you to ensure continuous regular attendance and good punctuality and
if you need support with this please let us know. Poor attendance or punctuality significantly
impacts on children’s education and they have already had so much time out of school as a
result of covid.

e Always apply to more than one school

e List the schools in order of preference

e If applying to a faith school, you must also submit
a supplementary form which can be accessed on
the school you are wishing to apply to website.

e For a faith school you may be asked for a baptism
certificate, make sure you include it.

e Secondary school prospectus can be found on
their website too.

Coronavirus Symptomatic Pupils

If you or your child develops coronavirus symptoms: a high temperature, a new or continuous
cough, loss or change of sense of smell or taste please take the following advice.

e Symptomatic person must self-isolate and book a PCR test.
e Book a test for the child/parent and please let school know the results as soon as you have them.
e If the child/parent tests negative and are well, have no symptoms, they can stop isolating and return to

school.

e |f a person tests positive for COVID-19, they must self-isolate for 10 days and return to school only when they no longer

have COVID-19 symptoms.

e The household do not need to isolate if they have had both vaccinations or are under 18 years and 6months old unless
they are symptomatic in which case they should take a PCR test at a test centre.
